5. KEY COMPETITION RULES  
The Championships will be held according to AIBA Technical & Competition Rules.

Youth: Boxers between the ages of 17 to 18 will be eligible

6. NUMBER OF ROUNDS  
Elite  &  Youth :
3 rounds of 3 minutes, 1 minute rest between rounds  
Junior:
3 rounds of 2 minutes, 1 minute rest between rounds 
Schoolgirl:

3 rounds of 1,5 minutes, 1 minute rest between rounds 

7. SCORING SYSTEM  
Only AIBA 10-Point Must Scoring System will be used (Manual scoring) 
8. REFEREES & JUDGES  
All Referees & Judges (AIBA 1-2-3 Stars or National Level) must be mandatoryly appointed and approved by National Federations. It is recommended for each club to bring a Referee & Judge with them, but this is not essential. 
9. REGISTRATION FOR BOXERS  
- Each club can register one or more Boxers in each Weight Category by email.  
- Each club can send one or more Boxers per Weight Category  
- All other cases of substitution must be finalized the day before the General Weigh-In, in 
accordance with the AIBA Technical Rules & AOB Competition Rules. 
10. REGISTRATION
The registration process will ONLY be done by email: hungarian@boxing.hu The deadline for registration is: 
23th of February, 2017 
(*) Please note that LOC will not accept any registration past this deadline. 
11. SPECIFIC REQUIREMENTS  
11.1 All Boxers must bring the following items to the General Weigh-In:  
- International AIBA Competition Record Book with an annual medical certificate issued 
by a Medical Physician  
- Valid passport or identity card
- Non-pregnancy form  
 The health and safety of all our boxers is of utmost importance. Therefore, pregnancy declaration forms & record cards must be signed 2 days before the start of the tournament by parent & boxer. 
- Hair nets, bandanas or cloth swim hats must be worn under head guards while boxing  
11.2 Boxer’s Uniform: 
- Each Boxer must bring two sets of uniform (complete red and blue color sets not being 
mixed with any other color) 
- Boxers must wear a same color set of either red or blue form-fitting vest and shorts/skirts as per the Boxers’ respective corner allocation which will be their own responsibility 
- The belt line of any shorts/skirt must be clearly indicated by a contrasting color and by 
using a 6 to10cm wide elastic waistband (the belt line is an imaginary line from the navel 
to the top of the hips). 
12. BOXING EQUIPMENT  
The LOC will not provide any type of boxing gloves, headguards to the boxers during the bouts. Both boxing gloves and headguards which all boxers must wear, must be their personal ones. 
13. TRANSPORTATION
All participants are requested to organize their own travel. 
14. ACCOMMODATION  
· The cost of accommodation, full board: daily 3 meals and local transportation (to the competitions) in Kőszeg will be covered by the organiser for the members of the official delegations. 

All participations will be pay the registration fee amount 45 EUR/ person/day. 
· Extra persons – who are over the number of the official delegation – and teams arriving earlier than the 18th of March or leaving later than the 23rd of February will have to pay 90 Euros / person / day for their accommodation and full board. 

· All Team Delegations must pay the full room charges for the entire Tournament Period (March 18 to 23) at the time of arrival in CASH (Euros only), or bank transfer.
